DFARS CASE 99‑D308‑ EFFECTIVE 16 MAR 2000:
DFARS CHANGE NOTICE 20000316, DFARS CASE 99‑D308 ‑‑ CONSTRUCTION AND SERVICE CONTRACTS IN NONCONTIGUOUS STATES: The Acting Director of Defense Procurement has issued an interim rule amending the DFARS to implement Section 8071 of the Fiscal Year 2000 Defense Appropriations Act. Section 8071 provides that DoD contracts for construction or services performed in a noncontiguous State, that has an unemployment rate in excess or the national average, must include a clause requiring the contractor to employ individuals who are residents of that State and who, in the case of any craft or trade, possess or would be able to acquire promptly the necessary skills. This interim rule revisions DFARS Subpart 222.70 and the clause at 252.222‑7000 to implement Section 8071 of the Fiscal Year 2000 Defense Appropriations Act (Public Law 106‑79). Clause 252.222‑7000 (IA260) and fill‑in file F_IA260 are revised.

DFARS CASE 98‑D014‑ EFFECTIVE 16 MAR 2000:
DFARS CHANGE NOTICE 20000316, DFARS CASE 98‑D014 ‑‑ CARGO PREFERENCE‑‑SUBCONTRACTS FOR COMMERCIAL ITEMS: The Acting Director of Defense Procurement has issued a final rule amending DFARS policy regarding the applicability of statutory requirements for use of U.S. vessels in the transportation of supplies by sea. The rule clarifies requirements for use of U.S. vessels under subcontractors for the acquisition of commercial items. 10 U.S.C. 2631 provides a preference for the use of U.S. vessels for ocean transportation of supplies purchased under DoD contracts. DFARS Parts 212 and 247 waive the requirements of 10 U.S.C. 2631 for subcontracts for the acquisition of commercial items. This rule amends DFARS Parts 212 and 247 and corresponding clauses to limit the types of subcontracts to which the waiver of 10 U.S.C. 2631 is applicable. The rule is intended to ensure compliance with 10 U.S.C. 2631 for ocean cargoes clearly destined for DoD use, while avoiding disruption of commercial delivery systems. Clauses 252.212‑7001 (IA131), IA131C, 252.244‑7000 (IA655), 252.247‑7023 (IA745), 252.247‑7024 (IA746), IA746BO, and applicability statements IA655B and IA655BB are revised. Clause 252.247‑7023 Alternates I and II are established as IA745C and IA745D and added to Appendix E. Clause 252.247‑7023 and Alternates I and II are also added to commercial clause 252.212‑ 7001 (IA131) as IA13125LB, IA13125MB and IA13125NB. IA13125LB is added to CPoint; Alternates IA13125MB and IA13125NB are added to Appendix E.
