DDP MEMO DATED 25 AUGUST 2000, DAR TRACKING NUMBER 2000‑O0006: CLASS DEVIATION‑‑APPLICABILITY OF THE SERVICE CONTRACT ACT TO SUBCONTRACTS FOR THE ACQUISITION OF CERTAIN COMMERCIAL SERVICES:  Class Deviation‑‑Applicability of the Service Contract Act to Subcontracts for the Acquisition of Certain Commercial Services.  Instead, contracting officers shall‑‑

 ‑ Use the attached FAR 12.504 and 22.1003‑4 language; and

 ‑ Add the parenthetical "Subcontracts for certain commercial services may be exempt from coverage if they meet the criteria in FAR 22.1103‑4(c) or (d) (see DoD class deviation number 2000‑ O0006)" after the entry for 52.222‑41, Service Contract Act of 1965, As Amended (41 U.S.C. 351, et seq.), within the clause at 52.212‑5 (c).

On July 26, 2000, and pursuant to Section 4(b) of the McNamara‑ O'Hara Service Contract Act (SCAL, the Secretary of Labor issued a temporary exemption that provides that the requirements of the SCA are not applicable to subcontracts for the acquisition of certain commercial services. The Secretary of Labor determined that this exemption for certain subcontracts was necessary and proper in the public interest to avoid the serious impairment of government DP (DAR) business, and is in accord with the remedial purpose of the SCA to protect prevailing labor. This class deviation implements the Secretary of Labor's temporary exemption. This class deviation is effective through August 25, 2001, or until this policy is addressed in the FAR,whichever event occurs first. Therefore, commercial clauses I106C1, I106C1B, and I106C1BB are revised.
