 DFARS CASE 99-D006 ‑ EFFECTIVE 19 AUG 1999:
DFARS CHANGE NOTICE 19990819, DFARS CASE 99‑D006, ORAL ATTESTATION OF SECURITY RESPONSIBILITIES: The Director of Defense Procurement has issued a final rule amending the Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement (DFARS) to add a requirement for contractor employees that are cleared for access to certain classified information to attest orally that they will comply with the security requirements associated with the information. This rule adds a new clause at DFARS 252.204‑7005 for use in contracts requiring access to classified information. The new clause requires contractor employees that are cleared for access to Top Secret, Special Access Program, or Special Compartmented Information to attest orally that they will conform to the conditions and responsibilities imposed by law or regulation on those granted access to such information. The conditions and responsibilities addressed in the oral attestation are conditions and responsibilities that already are placed on contractor personnel granted access to classified information. Any contractor costs related to compliance with the rule should be included in the contract price. Clause IA035C, BOA Applicability IA035CB, and BPA Applicability IA035CBB are established and added to CPoint.
