NOTE:  An updated copy of the GUI DD350 software will be available on the internet on 31 August 1999.  All identified changes are incorporated.  The version of the software is 13.12.2.

NOTE:  ACPS Release 14.00 includes the PC Assembly process.  It is the first phase of client-server based ACPS implementation that will allow users to create ACPS documents on their own PC.  Using this new process, users will enter their document data using the customary MADES menu selections.  Users will then see a pop-up window that will inform them the data is being moved to the PC for Document Assembly.  Instead of using the current WordPerfect 4.2 word processor, the program transfers the execution of the creation process (the old WordPerfect merge process) to a designated server or to the "C" drive on the buyers desktop and uses MicroSoft Word 97 to create the document.  The status line at the bottom of the pop-up box will change as the program progresses through various routines until the document is completed.  This intermediate step between the legacy ACPS and ACPS GUI is to allow the sites to phase into the GUI world without causing unnecessary trauma and requiring a steep learning curve.

Use of the PC Assembly Process is highly recommended during the next several months as it prepares users for the full ACPS functionality and graphical interface.  ACPS sites can add the Assembly process to all buyers once it has been installed or can specify the buyers to use it by using a designated Assembly Process parameter in the PARM_FM program.

DD350:  The following enhancements and/or corrections have been made to the process:              

STR 03694 ‑ DITCO had DD350's that were created without errors but wouldn't transmit due to the following error:

If B14=A or B5B=Y or B13A=6, then C7 must be blank.

This is a valid edit and has been incorporated into the GUI software to display when the DD350 is created.

STR 03692 ‑ DITCO created a DD350 without errors but during submittal the following errors displayed:

See edit C10(5) for error.

If C13A=A or B, C13B must not be blank.

B6C - blank is invalid.

The GUI software has been corrected to display these errors at time of creation.

STR 03678 ‑ DITCO created a DD350 for an order against an IDC contract.  The PIIN in block B1A is "DCA200-92-D-0021" and the order in block B2 is "51CO".  The program gives an error saying "B2 CANNOT HAVE ANY SPECIAL CHARACTERS".  The program should not give this error and has been corrected.

STR 03684 ‑ DITCO created and transmitted a DD350 with no errors but had it reject from the Army due to an invalid PIIN.  The PIIN in block B1A was "NASA5-96009".  The GUI software should have caught this error.  The program has been enhanced to look for blanks or special characters in the PIIN number.

STR 03696 ‑ OO-ALC created and transmitted a DD350 that was rejected by J001.  The error was "POSITIONS 7 & 8 OF B1A ARE NOT NUMERIC".  Block B1A was "F426209SD0316".  The GUI software has been enhanced to catch this error at time of creation.

STR 03666 ‑ The GUI software logs on to the Data General mainframe to read and write to all databases.  If for some reason the connection is dropped, the user never knows that the data is not writing back to the database.  An enhancement has been added to display a message when you try to save the information that states you have lost the connection and the data will not save.  This should explain the missing records in the database.  The user thinks the data was saving when it wasn't.

STR 03690 ‑ DITCO has noticed when using the modeling feature that several blocks are blank.  This has been corrected and will display all data on a modeling DD350.

STR 03693 ‑ DITCO created and transmitted a DD350 with an invalid PIIN in block B2 (0723/01).  Neither the creation or transmission program caught this error.  The edit criteria does not allow any embedded blanks or special characters.  The program has been corrected.

STR 03691 ‑ DITCO had several DD350's created without errors but wouldn't submit for the following errors.  The program has been corrected to include the following errors at time of creation:

Contract Number is invalid

If B1B=A, B1A DoD contract number must be 13 
characters.

B4 Date is invalid.

D350TRANS:  The following enhancements and/or corrections have been made to the process:                     

STR 03679 ‑ The GUI program was enhanced recently to give an error when blocks B6C/CITY OR PLACE AND STATE OR COUNTRY NAME; B12A/ FSC OR SVC CODE; AND B12C/PROGRAM SYSTEM OR EQUIP. CODE were left blank.  The transmission program has also been enhanced to catch DD350's that were created before the enhancement was incorporated at time of submittal.

STR 03685 ‑ DITCO has several DD350's that won't transmit because of the following error:

If D1 not L or M, zip code must be numeric

The error should read:

If D1 is not L or M; positions 48 thru 51 of B5E must be numeric or blank.

The DD350's are blank in D1 and the zip code is blank.  The error should not display and has been corrected.

STR 03650 ‑ The Automated File room program has been enhanced to identify those contracts for Kosovo.  When you send a contract to storage for Kosovo, input "KOSOV" in the destruction date.  This will print all KOSOV documents on a separate SF135.  These records are to be held permanently IAW AFMAN 37-139, Table 10-6, Rule 3.

AUTO QUALITY REVIEW:  The following enhancements  and/or corrections have been made to the process:

The following "Fix Routine" must be run prior to downloading any updated files. 

- Be sure you have a back-up copy of the PMCREVIEWDB database.

- Be sure you have entered "Keep_Down" at the master console.

1. Execute: FIXPMCREVIEWDB. CLI before you access the revised PMCRREVIEW programs. The process runs about 5 minutes.

2. Check: PMCREVFIXRCDS listing in directory :PMC to see if the program ran to completion. Total records read and total records converted will be displayed at the bottom of the file.

3. Execute: CLEANUP_PMC.CLI to delete temporary files.  

STR 03319 ‑ The screen instructions at the bottom of the page generating a report were erroneous and unnecessary. All screens for all reports were modified to prevent confusion. There is no need for the instructions when the program automatically accepts the parameters entered and processes the print action. The only instructions/bottom page action references remaining are: (Exit=ESC) (Backup=SH/F2).

STR 03068 ‑ The follow-on review portion of the program was modified to correct erroneous inputs. The review number had to be restricted to accept only and existing number or the next succeeding review number. Also, the review type restricted to a "B" for business clearance or a "C" for contract clearance.

STR 03314 ‑ The parameters input screen for report number 11 had to be modified to change the screen title from: "Automated Quality Review Analyst Codes" to: "Analyst Codes". This was done to make this screen conform to the format of related program screens.  Another change was made to the bottom line action selections, "SaveScreen=F1" was added and [NL] for "newline" was deleted. 

STR 03474 ‑ Report #4 was considered to have a calculation problem because of the way the numbers were being displayed. After research, it was determined that the numbers were correct but the program was not reporting all the information.  To correct this the format for the report was revised.  The information can now be easily followed down through the sections /branches and divisions. 

STR 03654 ‑ A problem existed with comment 62[CA] where the program was counting the last unused blank entry.  This count caused an erroneous increase in the comment counts.  This has been corrected.

STR 03655 ‑ The field reported they were not able to print follow-on clearance reviews. The program was defaulting to the 1st record and printing it. The program was modified to fix the printing problem and at the same time, the program was modified to allow access to the reviews by way of review type, "B" for Business Clearance and "C" for Contract Clearance together with the desired number or clearance against the document.  

STR 03645 ‑ This change was made to facilitate format consistency among comments 12[BP], 12[BQ], 12[BT], 62[AD], 62[AE] and 62[CA]. They are all related in that the evaluator is reporting back to the buyer identifying clauses/provisions which have either been wrongly omitted or added or used in the document incorrectly (solicitation/award). For each clause/provision identified, the program issues a count. Sometimes the evaluator wants to address a number of clauses in a paragraph form and not have each clause/provision receive a count, therefore, the "ZA" option was provided. In order to preserve historical information in the system, 12BP, 12BQ and 12BT records have been preserved as 12[BP], 12[BQ], 12[BT], 62[AD], 62[AE] and 62[CA].

This STR conformed all the referenced comments so if the evaluator uses them, a separate count is made for each clause/provis​ion against that document. The "ZA" option must now be used if the evaluator only wants to issue one count when addressing multiple clauses/provisions. 

STR 03697 ‑ This STR corrected a problem with Report #12 wherein the calculations did not appear to be correct.  The report was reformatted and now provides the missing information.

STR 03313 ‑ This STR was initially projected for Release 13.11, but was inadvertently overlooked due to its similarity to the efforts on another related STR. These changes corrected Report #10 bottom page functions and function notes.

MFG_FM:  The following enhancements and/or corrections have been made to the process:                     

STR 03670 ‑  NOTE:  Before running the initial load, PLEASE co-ordinate with Keith Rowe, WPAFB, DSN 674-0724 or Greg Schwallie, WPAFB, DSN 674-0725. 

MFG_FTP.CLI has been added to NITEBAK and will run automatically.  This will cause any changes, adds, or deletes in the MFG, PAY, and/or ADMIN records to be recorded and appended onto a flat file and transmitted to the rehost location on a nightly basis in order to keep the databases current. 

The following applies to the JO18R rehost:

All MFG, PAY, and ADMIN records from the data bases need to be dumped for FTP transmission.  The CLI command for this procedure is:  MFG_1ST_DUMP.CLI  This needs to be done only ONCE.

PRESENT DEFINITION FILES:  The following enhancements and/or corrections have been made to the process:              

UPDATED FILES:  The Contracting Lab is responsible for maintaining the definition files (record formats) used by the Present utility. After these files are loaded, they can be added to, modified, or deleted by the sites. Therefore to avoid overwriting any files made site unique, we will copy all current files to a sub directory before moving the release files to your defintion files directory (:present:definition_files)

You may move the updated files manually or use the cli's provided for you. Before starting it may be helpful to print a list of the current .df files both in the :present:definition_files and :present:definition_files:send directories.

The routine checks to see if it exists in the data base so it can be queued for processing to the local web site. This allows a synopsis to be transmitted to the web site after it checks to see that it has been completed and was not previously transmitted.

STR 03701 ‑ Due to all of the ALC's posting solicitations on the Web, the statement "For Copy" has been deleted from block 11 of the synopsis program.
