This is a high level estimation report produced by Revolve 2000.  It shows the effort and cost associated

with implementing changes to programs and data division imports (copybooks/includes) for the year 2000

system enhancement.  The results of this report by Revolve 2000 are derived by applying the following

criteria:

1) an industry standard list of potential date name patterns is used to search all data element names in all COBOL source code that has been added or defined to a Revolve Project database.

2) a user created exclusion name list is also used to filter out false positives: names found because of the

name pattern entries included in the date candidate list but that are verified to not be Y2K date related data

elements.

Estimates are based on user-entered parameters specifying:

Number of changes a programmer can make in one hour – 15; 

Hourly programmer cost -- $58;

Ratio of time needed between Unit test and Modify code – 2:1.
