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SUBPART 222.70—RESTRICTIONS ON THE EMPLOYMENT OF
PERSONNEL FOR WORK ON CONSTRUCTION/SERVICE CONTRACTS IN

ALASKA AND HAWAII

222.7000  Scope of subpart.

(a)  This subpart implements Section 8078 of the 1986 Defense Appropriations Act,
Pub. L. 99-190, and similar sections in subsequent Defense Appropriations Acts.

(b)  This subpart applies only—

(1)  To construction and service contracts to be performed in whole or in part
within the states of Alaska or Hawaii; and

(2)  When the unemployment rate in the state is in excess of the national
average rate of unemployment as determined by the Secretary of Labor.

222.7001  General.
A contractor awarded a contract subject to this subpart must employ for the purpose of
performing that portion of the contract work within the state, individuals who are
residents of that state, and who, in the case of any craft or trade, possess or would be
able to acquire promptly the necessary skills to perform the contract.

222.7002  Waivers.
Waivers may be granted, in the interest of national security, at a level no lower than
the Assistant Secretary of any department.

222.7003  Contract clause.
Use the clause at 252.222-7000, Restrictions on Employment of Personnel, in all
solicitations and contracts subject to this subpart.
