Other Misc. Superuser Conference Notes

1.  Kim:  DD350: There was much discussion on distribution, one way transmissions, corrections, etc. She also demonstrated how to find the ACN on their document before going to the PC stand alone program.

2.  Ed: Synopsis: The Screen that has selections for Local, Command and Numbered is being fixed to make these selections checkboxes rather than radio buttons and reflect eyeglasses. Why are we using Wordpad instead of Word for notes in Synopsis? There is an STR in on this that has been completed and will be out on a future release. Some of the users questioned the use of  Synopsis at all due to the existence of  FedBizOps.  There was also a question regarding the data feeds from J041. How does the information get to the buyers workbasket? Also, is it possible to bypass inputting the password on FedBizOps with the use of ACPS V15? 

3. Dan: Orders/FAST/AOL: The Assembly screen defaults to simplified on FAST orders. It should be UCF because a basic is supposed to be UCF.  If there is an STR in on this, the users would like status. When creating orders, you must number you line item numbers IAW the basic contract. AOL is easy for buyers and difficult for system administrators. The logic can be built by the system administrator, on a local level, at each individual site. 

4. Ed: Funds: It’s a good idea to clean up the fund cite database periodically. He also demonstrated how to build a fund cite category for a certain type of contract. An example of this would be the IPIC contract. Ed asked about the idea of having a drop down box both within the funds process of building of a document that would allow them to choose a fundcite category.  The System Administrator could determine which fund cite categories a user could access. Dennis would like to see an interactive find in various places throughout the application. The problem with this would be a slow down of the system. It was suggested that we add functionality to search by partial code or name on the Vendor Payment screen. 

5. Dennis: Subjects Not Covered in Conference: What do we need to cover that has not already been covered in this conference? The users asked for a demonstrations of GSA orders. Dennis demonstrated the process of building a GSA order. He explained that the default of the basic number on “F” type basic number transferring into the Basic PIIN screen will be taken off. This is because the “GSA” number belongs in this field rather than the “F Order Number”. The question was asked, What will upload to NAFI? The GSA number or the “F” (order) number? Per Hilda, both numbers upload to NAFI. 

6. Kim: During Kim’s presentation on Informational Line Items and ELINs, it was discovered the ELIN screen is not bringing in the Addresses. We will have Alison Trowbridge work this.
