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Kim: Demonstrated and explained the workings and benefits of the DD350 program. She showed how the data is first automatically entered by data flow from other parts of the document databases and screen inputs, then how to use this data flow to simplify and minimize the entries made in the Stand Alone program. She stressed to maximize the use of the automatic data flow by doing a complete build of the document, correcting the errors by changing the selections on the screens that produced them and then using the Stand Alone program to complete the DD350.

Kim: Covered how to build Informational Line Items and ELINs. A lot of discussion ensued on when to use Informational Line Items. Attendees were referred to 

DFARS 204.71 for regulations on the Uniform Contract Line Item Numbering System. Ed covered some pertinent factors relating to the Funds on these type of Line Item Schedule pieces.

Dan: Demonstrated and explained how to use various Line Item features to make building and using Line Items easy. He covered Line Item Copy, Perpetual Line Item, Line Item Renumber En Mass, and Line Item Changes (where one change in a line item can be used to make that change effective in all line items.

Dan: Addressed the importance of Distribution in the concept of data flow. He demonstrated how the data is affected when the document is distributed compared to the affect on the data flow when it is not distributed. He explained that the clauses in a non-distributed document do not transfer across when using that document to create a conformed modification. He explained the document data is not transferred to J041 from a non-distributed document. He explained that documents won’t transfer to the Post Award and the Basics Workbasket unless the documents have been distributed. He stressed the integrity of the acquisition is based on the distribution or freezing of the document. He explained the new file system (soon to be released) is built around the filing and storing of documents.

Ed: Addressed new features in Funds and described the interaction of Funds with Line Items.

Ed: Covered the screens and databases that are associated with Addresses. He demonstrated how to include a Facility Code in the address detail and how it transfers to the front page of the document.

Dennis: Demonstrated the data flow of screen inputs to Front Page Forms. He showed all the places in ACPS 15 where data is either input or stored. He demonstrated how the data elements in Front Page Forms are replaced with the data that flows in from User, Parameters, Addresses, and NAICS, Front Page, Awardee, New PIIN, Clause Dollar and Distribution.
