DD Form 1057 – Summary of Contracting Action

The Department of Defense requires that contracting actions between $.01 and $25,000 (or up to $200,000 for support of contingency, humanitarian, or peacekeeping operations) be reported in a consolidated monthly report separate and apart from the DD350 Actions (it is like a DD350 for small dollars) This report is a monthly summary of all awards that fall within this dollar range and are reported on DD Form 1057.  

However, the actual use of the form is no longer accomplished.  This information is fed electronically to the J001. System at Wright-Patterson AFB.    

Formerly, either the distribution clerks would manually consolidate the data for this report during each calendar month and then manually pass this data to the J001 System, or the data was fed from the J041 data to J018 and then passed the data to the J001.  However, to assure that the data being passed completely matches the data on the contractual documents, this new 1057 capability has been added to ACPS.

This new program works on the premise that if each small dollar contract can pass the edits for the 1057, then the monthly summary of all small dollar actions for the month will compile without errors.  Therefore, this new program edits each small dollar contract at time of distribution and then sends the data from that individual award to a data repository from which the monthly report may be generated.  

EACH SITE WILL HAVE TO DETERMINE WHEN THEY WANT TO START CREATING THE MONTHLY 1057 REPORT AND TRANSMITTING IT DIRECTLY TO J001 AND CONTACT THE LAB FOR INSTRUCTIONS ON HOW TO ACTIVATE.  

For now, this program will be gathering information in the data repository for this report.

The DD1057 edits will help users create complete and correct awards with correct document data.  For the time being, if the document does not pass the edits there will be a warning screen telling the buyer the document did not pass the edits.  

It is the User’s option to either fix the document or ignore the edits and continue.  However, in the near future - when the program is fully turned on  - distribution of the document will be stopped until the 1057 edits are satisfied.  

This goes hand in hand with the fact that in the very near future the DD350 edits will also be turned on (for those documents requiring a DD350) and will not allow distribution until edits are satisfied.  The DD Form 1057 edits are just the tip of the iceberg of internal ACPS documents edits that will be activated.  In actuality, our documents need to meet the criteria of those systems we are feeding (such as DD350, J041 and others).

Instructions:

To activate or view the DD Form 1057 and/or its edits for an individual award, select a document and click on the DD350/1057 button on the side of the document workbasket.  This will bring up a copy of the DD 1057 and tell the user if the edits were passed or not and a list of edits that the document failed.  If the document does not meet the criteria for the 1057 (e.g. Amount is greater than $25,000 and not a contingency), the system will tell the user the document is not eligible for a 1057.  

The following information is set-forth in the same section formats as the DD Form 1057 and the ACPS 1057 report, detailed above:

SECTION A - GENERAL INFORMATION

As a document is created, certain information will transfer automatically from the document creation process to the 1057 report.  The following screens and text show wherein, within the ACPS document creation process,  DD 1057 information is gathered.

SECTION B - CONTRACTING ACTIONS

These are Mandatory selections.  This section is a combination of Type of Contractor and Type of Document. 

The type of document is Simplified Acquisition Procedures (SAP), GSA Schedule Orders, Other Federal Schedule Orders, Other Federal Schedule Orders, All other orders and Other Contracting Actions.  

(The definition of SAP means purchase orders, calls under blanket purchase agreements (Blanket Purchase Agreements (BPA)) (except BPAs written under Federal schedules), and modifications to those actions)

The following screen is for the Type of Business/Contractor.  
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The most common error that is made is to code the action as competitive on the Clause dollar screen, but only show one offer received on the awardee screen.  If it is, in fact, competitive, then “More than One Offer Received” must be coded “YES”.

SECTION C - EXTENT COMPETED

Mandatory – Unless the document falls under the criteria of B1 or B2.

This section is a combination of document competition and type of contractor.  The following screen displays Part 6 of the FAR that is Competition Requirements

COMPETED: Full and Open and Full & Open After Restrictions are “Competed”.  Other than Full and Open – selections 1, 2, 3, 6 or 7 are also “Competed” if more than one offer is received.  Also, Hub Zone Sole Source on the Authorized or Required by Statute screen is also considered “Competed”.  

NOT AVAILABLE FOR COMPETITION:  Authorized by Statute, a selection in Other than Full and Open – selections 2, 4, 5, 7, or 8, and Not Available for Competition – Not available for competition in published Reports – selections 1 and 3 are “Not available for Competition”.

NOT COMPETED:  Other than Full and Open Exception Reasons – Selections 1, 2, 3, 6, or 7 and only one offer received are considered “Not Competed”.

NOTE:  “Tariff or Regulated Acquisitions” (selection on the No Competition Requirements screen under the title of Published Reports), “Foreign or Interagency” (selection 4 on Other than F&O Exception Reason screen and selections 1, 3, A & B on Authorized by Statute screen), and Exempt From Small Business Act screen are not considered subject to Part 6 of the FAR and therefore are not part of Section C of the Form 1057.
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SECTION D - RDT&E ACTIONS

Mandatory for RDT&E Contracts only.

Records Type of Business on all RDT&E Contracts.

SECTION E - SELECTED SOCIOECONOMIC STATISTICS:

Mandatory if Contract is subject to Part 19 of the FAR.

The selections for these fields come from the following screens plus the “Business Owned by” and “Hubzone District” group boxes on the Awardee screen.  E6, E7, E8, E10b, E10d, E11, and E12 are the Form 1057 selection found on the Awardee screen.
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The E2a “Through SBA – Section 8 (a)” come from this screen.  The 8(a) Sole Source selection on the “Authorized or Required by Stature” also enters data on line E2a.
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E1; E2b, c, d, and e; E3; E4; and E5 selections come from the above screen. 
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E9 comes form the bottom half of the above screen.

SECTION F - SIMPLIFIED ACQUISITION PROCEDURES – RANGES:

These are calculated fields.

SECTION G - CONTINGENCY ACTIONS:

These are calculated fields for Contingency Actions up to $200,000.   Selections come from the following screen.
