Award and Modifications

AFMC FORM 453 A and C

J041 ABSTRACT DATA

The purpose of this program is to electronically complete, in an electronic format, the information formerly required by FORM 453.  The data required by the FORM for passage to the J041 System will now be completed from the information input to the document screens while building a document in ACPS.  At the point of System Distribution, ACPS will automatically send the data directly to the J041 Abstract on ACPS.  As you will see from the following paragraphs and screen displays, there have been many additions and/or changes made to enable ACPS to capture – almost completely – that data which is required for abstracting to the J041 system.

PIIN Number and Buyer Code:  The data comes in from the document the user has highlighted when selecting the FORM 453 selection.  Cycle Code will be filled out on the Screen created for the program that comes up when user selects FORM 453.  Exception Reason code will fill in from the Competition Code screen if the users selects an Exception Reason.  MMAC will feed from the first Line Item or will feed from the screen created for the FORM 453.

TYPE CONTRACTOR CODE and related data: (Blocks 6,7,8,9,10 & 11 A&C):
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On the above screen "Awardee” will move an indicator for “Type Contractor”, “Supplemental Type Contractor Code,” “Disadvantaged Owned,” “Women Owned,” “Veteran Owned” and “Native American Owned” boxes.  An entry in the “Type Contractor” box is mandatory.   The five checkboxes (i.e., Women-Owned, etc) require an entry only if applicable.

TYPE INSTRUMENT: (Block 12 A&C):

This data is self-explanatory and comes from the type document the user is creating.  The selections are made on the screen that assigns the PIIN.  These are “Award,” “Order” and “Mod” screens, and the correct selection must be made to receive the correct PIIN.  The “priced/unpriced” selection can be made on the document detail screens following the PIIN screen.  The document defaults to “Priced,” but the user may override that by selecting “Unpriced.”  

COMPETITITION CODE - EXTENT OF COMPETIITON CODE - KIND OF CONTRACT CODE:
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The above “Clause Dollar” screen will display the “Competition Code” on award documents and modifications.  The default is “Price Competition” and must be changed by the user if needed.  This is a mandatory completion for passage to the 453 abstract data.

The “Competition Requirements” group box contains all the selections for the “Extent of Competition Code” except for the “Hub Zone Price Evaluation Set-Aside” and the “Hub Zone Concern – Other Set-Aside” which can be found on the “Awardee” screen.  This is a mandatory code.

The “Kind of Contract Code” is also selected on the above “Clause Dollar” screen.  The selection is coded based on the type of “Supply” or “Service” the user selects.  This is a mandatory code.

TYPE OF CONTRACT CODE: (on the “PA” button at Document Level Workbasket):

The “Primary” selection is the Code that is passed to the “Type of Contract Code”.  The system will normally populate this field based upon the dollar amounts in your line items.  The system will choose the highest dollar level pricing arrangements as Primary.  If changes are made after this selection then click on the “Re-evaluate” button and the system will – again – choose based upon which pricing arrangement has the greatest monetary amount.  This is a mandatory code.
KIND OF CONTRACT SUPPLEMENT – FMS CONTENT CODE – BEST VALUE CONTRACTING TOOLS CODE – CONTRACT DELIVERY DATE REVISION AGENCY CODE – CONTRACT DELIVERY DATE REASON FOR DELAY CODE and MISC:

When you click on the button at the left of the workbasket entitled “DD350/1057” a menu will appear showing DD350, 1057 and 453.  

When you choose “453” the following menu will display:
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The above screen, “Contract Data Abstract” (i.e., AFMC FORM 453 A & C), is created to capture that additional data required for the FORM 453  - which has not been captured during the document creation process.  

The Assemble button on the above screen allows the user to view and print the data – it is not the actual form but a collection of the code(s) created/selected during document creation.

Some further information on the above data collection screen:

“Kind of Contract Supplement” is not a mandatory code.

“FMS Content Code” is defaulted to “No FMS CLINS.”  This is a mandatory code and will be driven by the “Front Page” screen.

“Best Value Contracting Tools Code” is not mandatory and only used when applicable.

“Contract Delivery Date Revision Agency Code” is defaulted to “Government” and is only applicable on Contract Modifications.

“Contract Delivery Date Reason for Delay Code” can be left blank and is only applicable on Contract Modifications.

Miscellaneous:

“Value Engineering” selection is found on the “Additional Requirements” screen.

“Form DD 254” selection is found on the “Clause Dollar” screen above – when the user selects “Classified” the code is moved.

“CPARS” Requires a selection on the “Contract Data Abstract” screen above.

“Multiyear” selection is found on the “Additional Requirements” screen and the data must be entered on the “Contract Data Abstract” screen.

“Options” selection is found on the “Additional Requirements” screen and the data must be entered on the “Contract Data Abstract” screen.

“Protests”, “Congressional” and “Contingency” selection is entered from the “Contract Data Abstract” screen.

The “Local Use” block was not programmed for – if needed please let us know – what and how much.

AFMC FORM 453 B – for Line Item Data:

This first iteration of  453 abstracting will collect and send data for each line item.  When highlighting a line item and selecting the FORM 453 button, a modified copy of the line item form (Form B) will be generated.  At the time of system distribution of the contractual document, this 453 data will be automatically fed to the J041 abstract on ACPS.

FOB – feeds from the FOB screen.

FIRST ARTICLE – From the first article screen.

AMOC – this will be generated by the new button on the Stock Number Screen.

PRICE EVALUATION – will be generated from a new button on the Pricing Arrangement Screen for Awards only.

GOVERNMENT FURNISHED PROPERTY – generated by the user when building GFP on the line item.

INSPECTION-ACCEPTANCE – generated by the user from the QA Screen.

TYPE OF CONTRACT CODE – generated by the user from the Pricing Arrangement Screen.

COMMERCIAL ACQUISITION – generated by the user from the Type Line Item Screen.

SOURCES SOLICITED AND QUOTES RECEIVED – generated by the user form the Sources Screen and from the new screen created for the FORM 453.
