This document lists current Characteristics used in PD2 and provides a description of when the Characteristic is appropriate for use.

Category/Characteristic
Clause Logic Use




Applicable Acts


Defense Base Act
Use when the Defense Base Act is applicable

Service Contract Act
Use when the Service Contract Act is applicable




Competitive Types


Other Than Full and Open
Use when contracting under the following circumstances under : 10 U.S.C. 2304(c)(1) or 41 U.S.C. 253(c)(1)

1. Only one responsible source and no other supplies or services will satisfy agency requirements

2. Unusual and compelling urgency

3. Industrial mobilization; engineering, developmental, or research capability; or expert services

4. International agreement

5. Authorized or required by statute

6. National security

7. Public interest

(see FAR Subpart 6.3 or DFARS Subpart 206.3)

Sole Source
Use when the contract is for the purchase of supplies or services that is entered into or proposed to be entered into by an agency after soliciting and negotiating with only one source (FAR 6.003)

Two Step Bidding
Use when contracting using two-step sealed bidding as defined in FAR Subpart 14.5




Other


Non-Profits
Use when contracting with nonprofit institutions or agencies

Office Relocation
Use when contracting for transportation services involving relocation of offices

EVMS (Earned Value Management System)
Use when earned value management system (DFARS 234.005-70) is required

A-76 (Contracting Out)
Use for procurements to be conducted under the procedures of OMB Circular A-76

Government Agency, State or Local Government, Foreign Government or Agency
Use when contracting with a government agency, state or local government, or a foreign government or agency

Handling of Ammunition and Explosives
Use when contracting for services involving the handling of ammunition and explosives

Closing Military Installations
Use for acquisitions arising from closure of military installations

Records on Individuals
Use when contracting for a system of records on individuals (defined as a group of any records under the control of any agency from which information is retrieved by the name of the individual or by some identifying number, symbol, or other identifying particular assigned to the individual)

Non-SAP (Other Than Simplified Acquisition Procedures)
Use when the contracting action is under $100,000 (or $5,000,000 for commercial items) when other than simplified acquisition procedures are to be used.

Shop/Record Drawings
Use when shop drawings (drawings submitted by the construction contractor or a subcontractor at any tier or required under a construction contract, showing in detail (1) the proposed fabrication and assembly of structural elements, (2) the installation (i.e., form, fit, and attachment details) of materials or equipment, or (3) both), or record drawings (drawings submitted by a contractor or subcontractor at any tier to show the construction of a particular structure or work as actually completed under the contract) are to be delivered or prepared

Higher Education
Use when contracting with an institute of higher education

Production Progress Reports
Use when submission of production progress reports are required

Advisory and Assistance Services
Use when contracting for advisory and assistance services (those services provided under contract by nongovernmental sources to support or improve: organizational policy development; decision-making; management and administration; program and/or project management and administration; or R&D activities. It can also mean the furnishing of professional advice or assistance rendered to improve the effectiveness of Federal management processes or procedures (including those of an engineering and technical nature). See FAR Subpart 37.2

Patents
Use when contract performance may involve patents or patent infringement

ECP (Engineering Change Proposals)
Use when engineering change proposals may be involved in contract performance

Bid Samples
Use when bid samples will be required

Annual Representations and Certifications
Use when annual representations and certifications are to be allowed

Bill of Lading
Use when commercial or government bills of lading will be used or required

Value Engineering
Use when value engineering (FAR Part 48 or DFARS Part 248) is used during contract performance

Cost/Schedule Status Report
Use when cost/schedule status reports are required

Contracting Officer’s Representative
Use when a contracting officer’s representative is to be appointed

GFP (Government Furnished Property)


Use when government furnished property is, or may be, involved with contract performance

Rights/Technical Data
Use when government rights in technical data is involved in the acquisition

Export of Supplies
Use when supplies are to be exported through CONUS ports

System Acquisition
Use when the contract is for major system acquisition

Bid Guarantee
Use when bid guarantees are to be required

Indemnification
Use when the contractor is to be indemnified against unusually hazardous risks in accordance with DFARS 235.070-1

UCAs (Undefinitized Contract Actions)
Use when the contract action is undefinitized

Specialty Metals
Use in contracts that may require delivery of an article containing specialty metals

Cost and Price Data
Use when cost and price data is to be required

Incremental Funding
Use when the contract is to be incrementally funded

Royalties
Use when payment for royalties may be made, or information about royalties is required

Warranty
Use when the contract includes requirements for a warranty

Personal Property/Household Goods
Use when the contract includes handling, storage or movement of personal property or household goods

Options
Use when the contract provides for option periods of performance or quantity options

Letter Contract
Use when the contract is to be a letter contract

Make or Buy
Use when it is contemplated that a make-or-buy program will be incorporated in the contract

EPA (Environmental Protection Agency) Designated Item
Use in contract for, or specifying use of, EPA (Environmental Protection Agency) designated items

Master Agreement for Repair and Alteration of Vessels
Use for master agreements for repair and alteration of vessels

Brand Name or Equal
Use when brand name or equal descriptions are included

Multi-year Contact
Use when the contract is multiyear under FAR Subpart 17.1




Place of Performance


Germany
Use when place of performance is, or may be, in Germany

GOCO (Government Owned - Contractor Operated)
Use when place of performance is in a GOCO (Government Owned - Contractor Operated)

Overseas Performance
Use when place of performance is, or may be, overseas, but is not in a specific country

North Carolina
Use when place of performance is, or may be, in North Carolina

New Mexico
Use when place of performance is, or may be, in New Mexico

Italy
Use when place of performance is, or may be, in Italy

United States
This characteristic is not currently used to select any clauses; it need not be used to identify performance in the United States

United Kingdom
Use when place of performance is, or may be, in the United Kingdom

Spain
Use when place of performance is, or may be, in Spain

Guam
Use when place of performance is, or may be, on Guam

Government Installation (DoD, Government, or Federal Installation)
Use when place of performance is, or may be, on a government installation




Product Type


R&D (Research and Development)
Use when contracting for research and development services

A&E (Architect and Engineering)
Use when contracting for architect and engineering services

Facility
Use when the contract is for facilities

Modification and Repair
Use when contracting for modification and repair services

Leasing of Motor Vehicles
Use when contracting for leasing of motor vehicles

Utilities
Use when contracting for provision of utilities

DDRI (Dismantling, Demolition, and Removal of Improvements)
Use when contracting for dismantling, demolition and removal of improvements

Transportation
Use when contracting for transportation or transportation-related services

Supply
Use when contracting for provision of supplies

Supplies Incidental to Services
Use when contracting for services which involve the provision of supplies

Subscriptions
Use when contracting for subscriptions

Construction
Use when contracting for construction

Services
Use when contracting for provision of services

Services Incidental to Supplies
Use when contracting for supplies which involve the provision of services

Communication Services
Use when contracting for communication services

Commercial Items
Use when contracting for commercial items




Set-Aside Program


Evaluation Preference for SDB (Small Disadvantaged Business)
Use when an evaluation preference for small disadvantaged business concerns will be used

HUBZONE (Historically Underutilized Business Zone) Set-Aside
Use when the procurement will be set aside for a HUBZONE (Historically Underutilized Business Zone) firm

HBCU/MI (Historically Black Colleges and Universities/Minority Institutions)
Use when the procurement will be with a HBCU/MI (Historically Black Colleges and Universities/Minority Institutions) concern

Very Small Business Set-Aside
Use when the procurement will be set aside for a very small business concern

8(a) Set-Aside Under the 6 May 98 MOU (Memorandum of Understanding)
Use when the procurement will be set aside for an 8(a) concern and will be made under the procedures defined in the 6 May 98 MOU (Memorandum of Understanding)

SDB (Small Disadvantaged Business) Set-Aside
Use when the procurement will be set aside for a small disadvantaged business concern

SBIR (Small Business Innovative Research) Program
Use when the procurement is made under the Small Business Innovative Research Program

SB (Small Business) Set-Aside
Use when the procurement will be set aside for a small business concern

8(a) Set-Aside
Use when the procurement will be set aside for an 8(a) concern

Use when creating an award (without a solicitation created in PD2) to define the solicitation as an IFB

Award From RFP Not In PD2
Use when creating an award (without a solicitation created in PD2) to define the solicitation as an RFP

Award From RFQ Not In PD2
Use when creating an award (without a solicitation created in PD2) to define the solicitation as an RFQ
