5352.214-9000   SMOKING IN AETC FACILITIES (AETC) (JUL 1993)

Contractors are advised that the Commander has placed restrictions on the smoking of tobacco products in AETC facilities. AFI 40-102, Tobacco Use in the Air Force, and its AETC supplement 1, outline the procedures used by the commander to control smoking in our facilities. Contractor employees and visitors are subject to the same restrictions as government personnel. Smoking is permitted only in designated smoking areas.

5352.214-9001   AWARD STATEMENT (AETC) (MAY 1994)

(a) Bidders shall bid on all items. Any bid that fails to cite a price for each item or fails to make an entry that indicates service will be provided at no charge will be rejected as nonresponsive and nonconforming to this solicitation.

(b) Only firm fixed-price bids will be evaluated. A bid using a sliding price scale or subject to escalation based on any contingency will be considered nonresponsive to this solicitation.

5352.215-9000   PRICING DATA (AETC) (APRIL 1997)

The offeror shall submit the following pricing data with its proposal as applicable:

(a)  When Proposal Does Not Exceed $500,000:   The proposal shall be accompanied by information other than cost or pricing data that is not required to be certified, but is sufficiently current and adequate for evaluating price reasonableness. The information may include pricing, sales, or an informal cost breakdown as indicated below:

(1)  Pricing and sales information to include prices and quantities at which the same or similar items have been sold previously.  

(2) An informal cost breakdown to include materials, labor, overhead, profit, etc., for each major category of work. Subcontract prices included in an informal cost breakdown should be supported by competitive information or with information other than cost or pricing data as described above.  The data may be in the offeror's own format unless the contracting officer requests a specific format. In lieu of submitting an informal cost breakdown, the offeror may submit a request for exception.

(b)  When Proposal Exceeds $500,000:  Submit to the Contracting Officer cost or pricing data as set forth in FAR 15.403-4 and 15.403-5..  A signed Certificate of Current Cost and Pricing Data, as set forth at FAR 15-406-2, shall be furnished by the offeror after agreement has been reached on the contract price. In lieu of submitting cost or pricing data, the offeror may submit a request for exception.

5352.215-9001   BASIS FOR AWARD (AETC) (JUL 1993)

(a) Offerors shall propose on all items. Any offer that fails to cite a price for each item or fails to make an entry that indicates service will be provided at no charge will be rejected as nonconforming to this solicitation.

(b) Only firm fixed-price offers will be evaluated. An offer using a sliding price scale or subject to escalation based on any contingency will not be accepted and will be considered nonconforming to this solicitation.

(c) Only one contract will be awarded as a result of this solicitation. Award will be made on the basis of the lowest evaluated price of proposals meeting or exceeding the acceptability standards for non-cost factors. 

5352.217-9000   OPTION CLAUSE LIMITATION NOTICE (AETC) (JUL 1994)

This contract contains two option provisions, (i) Option to Extend Services, and (ii) Option to Extend the Term of the Contract (see FAR 52.217-8 and FAR 52.217-9). Either or both may be exercised unilaterally by the government. The clause entitled "Option to Extend the Term of the Contract" will not be exercised after any exercise of the "Option to Extend Services" clause.

5352.217-9001   EVALUATION OF OPTIONS (AETC) (JUL 1993)

The government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the prices of all option years to the price of the basic contract period. In conjunction with this evaluation, all prices will be converted to a present value cost using a discount rate of       per annum. Evaluation of options will not obligate the government to exercise the option(s).

5352.228-9000   INFORMATION CONCERNING BONDS (AETC) (MAY 1996)

(a) Bid Guarantee. Each bidder/offeror shall submit with his or her bid/offer a Bid Bond (Standard Form 24) with good and sufficient surety or sureties acceptable to the government, or other security as provided in contract clause at FAR 52.228-1, in the form of 20 percent of the bid price or $3 million, whichever is less. The bid bond penalty may be expressed in terms of a percentage of the bid price or may be expressed in dollars and cents. (Not required on bids of $25,000 or less.)

(b) Performance and Payment Bonds. Within 10 days after receipt of the signed contract or notice of award, the contractor shall furnish two bonds, each with good and sufficient surety or sureties acceptable to the government; namely a Performance Bond (Standard Form 25) and a Payment Bond (Standard Form 25A). The penal sums of such bonds shall be as follows, but are not required for contracts of $25,000 or less:

(1) Performance Bond: The penal sum of the performance bonds shall equal 100 percent of the contract price.

(2) Payment Bond:

(i) When the contract price is $1 million or less, the penal sum shall be 50 percent of the contract price.

(ii) When the contract price is in excess of $1 million, but not more than $5 million, the penal sum be 40 percent of the contract price.

(iii) When the contract price is more than $5 million, the penal sum shall be $2.5 million.

(c)  In determining the penal sum of bonds for requirements contracts, the price payable for the estimated quantity shall be considered the contract price.  When determining the penal sum of bonds for indefinite quantity contracts, the minimum quantity or value of the contract, as described in FAR 16.504(a), shall be considered the contract price.  When the minimum value of the contract is exceeded, the Government may require additional bond protection in accordance with the guidance at FAR 28.102-2(a)(2) and FAR 28.102-2(b)(2).   

(d) Bonds will be furnished by the contractor to the government prior to commencement of contract performance.

5352.232-9000   PAYMENTS (AETC) (JUL 1993)

The contractor will be paid monthly on the submission of proper invoices for the services performed during the preceding month. The contractor shall submit invoices in four copies in accordance with part II, section I, clause entitled FAR 52.232-25, Prompt Payment.
